●​ Tell stories of transformation documenting how God moves in the 
lives of campers, staff, and guests. 

●​ Edit and organize media content for use on social media, website 
updates, promotional materials, and end-of-session videos. 

 



●​ Collaborate with program staff to plan and execute creative 
projects that enhance the camper experience. 

●​ Maintain photo/video equipment and ensure safe, responsible use 
across camp settings. 

●​ Support evening programs, worship, and special events, 
capturing authentic and joyful moments. 

●​ Assist with camp communications by providing visuals and updates 
for parents, donors, and online audiences.
